3. Entries will be judged in three (3) groups by age as follows:  10-12 years, 13-16 years, and 17-

20 years.  
 
4. There will be a special Majority member Division to allow for submission in specific Categories.  

 
5. A Daughter may enter only one entry per category. 
 
6. All registrations must be POSTMARKED BY MAY 31, 2008.  No registration forms, writing 

entries or webpage submissions will be accepted at Grand Session. 
 
7. All entries in Division 1, Division 2 and Division 5 must be submitted WITH the registration (due 

May 31, 2008).   
 
8. All Division 3, 4, 6 & 7 entries must be presented to the competition committee by Thursday,
