During the month of April, the election of your GchBethel delegates is to take place.
Please read the following instructions carefulsxtreme care should be taken when electing
a Grand Bethel Delegate.

If you are elected as a delegate to representBetinel, you will be expected to memorize
your Ritual work and you will be expected to attéhe following events. Please be sure you
are willing to accept these responsibilitiefore being elected.

Grand Bethel Reception

ARTICLE VII
GRAND BETHEL OFFICERS, ASSISTANT OFFICERS AND REPRE SENTATIVES

Section 1. Eligibility and Election

(a) To be eligible for election, candidates must be in good standing and in regular attendance for a
period of six (6) months in the Bethel to be represented, unless excused by the Bethel Guardian,
except in the case of newly chartered Bethels.

(b) Each chartered Bethel may elect up to two (2) delegates.
(c) The groups shall be as follows:

(1) Group One delegates shall be elected from Honored Queens, Senior Princesses, Junior
Princesses and Past Honored Queens.

(2) Group Two delegates shall be elected from the remaining members including eligible Past
Honored Queens.

(3) Group Three delegates shall be elected from members who can play a musical instrument
well. They must be proficient in the Bethel Music Ritual. She will be required to play at all
Grand Bethel Meetings.

If no one in the Bethel is qualified, do not sendi  n a delegate for Group Three

(4) Group Four delegates shall be elected from members who have a basic knowledge of
parliamentary procedure and Roberts Rules of the Order. She will be required to advise the
Grand Bethel on proper procedure at all meetings. If no one in the Bethel is qualified, do
not send in a delegate for Group Four.

A member shall be elected as a delegate one (1) time only in Group One and Group Two. When
no other candidate can attend the Annual Session as a delegate from Group One and/or Group
Two, a member may be elected again. Group Three and Four delegates may be elected more
than once, but may serve only one (1) year in each position (Grand Bethel Musician and Grand
Bethel Parliamentarian) unless there are no other eligible delegates.

Delegates must be present in order to participate in the drawing for the Grand Bethel positions.
Elections of delegates shall be by secret ballot without nomination. A majority of votes shall elect.

Section 2. Drawing

A complete set of officers shall be drawn, one (1) office for each chartered Bethel present at the
Annual Session. When each chartered Bethel present has representation in Grand Bethel, a
Bethel may then accept a second office. The Bethels of the Grand Bethel Honored Queen-elect,
the Grand Bethel Musician and the Grand Bethel Parliamentarian shall have representation in
Grand Bethel from their Group One and/or Group Two delegates.

(1) The Grand Bethel Senior Princess, Grand Bethel Junior Princess, Grand Bethel Chaplain,
Grand Bethel Librarian, Grand Bethel Recorder, and Grand Bethel Treasurer shall be drawn
from Group One delegates who are between sixteen (16) and twenty (20) years of age and
who are either a current Honored Queen or a PHQ. After the drawing of these Officers the
remainder of the Group One delegates' names will be combined for the drawing of the
balance of Group One officers.

(2) The Grand Bethel Musician shall be drawn from Group Three delegates.

(3) The Grand Bethel Parliamentarian shall be drawn from Group Four delegates.

(4) The remaining Grand Bethel officers shall be drawn from Group Two delegates.

(5) The Grand Bethel Pages, Grand Bethel Choir and Grand Bethel Representatives shall be
drawn from the remainder of names from Group One and Group Two combined.

Grand Bethel Representatives shall make a report of their activities at the Annual Session of the
Grand Bethel.

It shall be the duty of the Grand Bethel Officers, Grand Bethel Assistant Officers and Grand Bethel
Choir to render assistance to the Bethels in Oregon when requested to do so.

Section 6. Duties of the Grand Bethel Recorder, Li  brarian and Parliamentarian

The Grand Bethel Recorder, under the supervision of the Grand Bethel Secretary/Treasurer, shall
record all actions of the Grand Bethel in prosper form.

The Grand Bethel Librarian shall collect programs, invitations, photographs and other material from
each Bethel in the state and prepare a scrapbook for the Grand Bethel Honored Queen representing
the activities in the state during her term.



(c) The Grand Bethel Parliamentarian shall advise the Grand Bethel and the Grand Bethel Honored
Queen on parliamentary procedure and assist members as necessary.

ARTICLE X
MEDALLIONS AND CERTIFICATES
Section 1. Presentation
(&) A medallion, certificate of office and a Grand Bethel Book of Ceremonies shall be presented to each
Grand Bethel Officer, Assistant Officer, Choir Member and Representative at the time of her
installation.

(b) The medallion will become the property of the delegate or her replacement during the year. Engraving
or personalization of medallions will be the responsibility of the Bethel or the Daughter to whom they
are given. [See Sl 19]

(c) The Grand Bethel Book of Ceremonies shall be returned to the Grand Bethel Committee after the
business meeting of the Grand Bethel at the Annual Grand Guardian Council Session each year.

Section 2. Fee

(a) Each Bethel will be required to pay ten dollars ($10.00) per delegate to cover the cost of the
medallion and Grand Bethel Book of Ceremonies. This fee is to be paid at the time the delegates'
names are submitted to the Grand Bethel Secretary/Treasurer. Refunds will be given if a delegate's
name is not drawn.

(b) Bethels failing to return the Grand Bethel Book of Ceremonies shall be an assessed an additional fee
of five dollars ($5.00) per book not returned each year.
